Test Wedge Missing Parts

There are some components missing on the test wedge on the first floor that are installed on the real detector. Anyone who is trained for EMTiming installation on the test wedge should be aware of them. These parts are important because they can be easily broken if mishandled.
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  The test wedge is missing the LED Fiber Box. Those fibers are easily broken at the point where they connect to the Box.
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Xenon Box

 

  The CEM Xenon Flasher Box is missing. The only point on the detector when one could come close to Xenon fibers is near the box. Those Fibers are very brittle, but well protected.
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  Instead of RG174 cable there are quartz fibers on the detector. They may not be touched.
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Another crate intead of this one

 

  There is another crate on the detector instead of this one. Be careful about bumping cables that are going there.
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
